Hi, my name is Tom and this is my daughter Bridget.  Bridget is a good little girl; we’ve had her since she was born.  She was 3 months premature and has multiple medical problems. You can see she is on a ventilator and she is wheelchair bound, she has spastic paraplegia—and multiple, multiple handicaps. 
She’s happy –we were going to see Beauty and the Beast and when we couldn’t get she started crying and we told her that she would come back to see the Beauty and the Beast and she started smiling again.

There’s no reason that people with handicaps and disabilities should be put away.  They need to be placed in places that are loving and caring.  And I know for us that the idea that we know our daughter is going to be taken care of the right way would be a major relief on us. It’s something that every family wants; they want their loved ones to be taken care of properly.

At this particular point our basic need is for residential homing.  A place at Dove Point in Salisbury MD would totally meet her needs.  A couple of reasons we are looking into residential homing is because at this point in my life I’m getting much older, I have an injured neck, injured back and injured shoulders and I cannot lift her anymore.  But without the money from the Waiting List this is never going to happen.  
Being on the Waiting List gives families hope and knowing that we would get this funding would be a tremendous lifting of our hearts-- knowing that we would have our daughter taken care of properly.

This is a throw away society, it’s a society that believes that if it doesn’t work, get rid of it.  
Life is important.  Realize that, that’s what this money would do for us and other people— it would show that life is important and that it is worth saving and worth working for.
