Waiting List Video about Gabby.
Gabby is a 7-year-old girl living in Prince George’s County, Maryland.  She is living with Cerebral Palsy.  This is her story.

Norma:  

My name is Norma this is my husband Manny and this is our daughter Gabby. We live in Prince George’s County which suffers from a shortage of speech therapists and occupational therapists.
Cerebral Palsy affects body movement and muscle coordination.  Gabby receives speech and occupational therapy to help her learn skills we take for granted…like talking, eating, bathing…

Manny: 
Therapy has also taught her how to hold a pencil or a crayon correctly. To try to draw lines or circles from left to right or up and down. Therapy has taught her how to put her shoes on.  

Norma:

The occupational therapy, the physical therapy and the speech therapy-- all that together has helped Gabby be where she is today. Without that I don’t think she would be walking, running or doing the things she is today.
Unfortunately necessary therapy can be costly.
Norma:

She attends these therapies 4 times a week costing about $170.00 weekly.  That is a lot of money coming out of our pockets.
Norma and Manny turned to The Waiting List to seek help in paying for Gabby’s therapy.

Norma:

We learned about The Waiting List and we decided that, that would help us if we were able to get any type of funding to help Gabby.  We’ve been on the list since 2004 so we are just waiting and hoping that we could get some kind of support.  
Today, more than 17,000 developmentally disabled individuals are on The Waiting List.  They are seeking  more than 29,000 different community services.  
Services “normal” people take for granted.
