Margaret (Suzanne’s mother):  Then after she was working for 10 years her benefits fell apart because she really didn’t need them anymore. But then, once she started working in the hospital we were back in the same situation as right after the accident.  
When things she needed weren’t so critical to the providers-- we lost that continuity. So our problem in the last several years has been trying to get back to the resources and benefits she needs.
She had a job coach for a couple of years but when that job coach went away she had trouble with communicating with co-workers and supervisors and trying to get what she needed to keep her job.  It was much harder once she didn’t have someone there to help her negotiate.

Suzanne:  It’s been a while now and sometimes you are ready to move on.  I can do certain things and I just want a solid ground to be on.  Something to do everyday like what everybody else does.  But hopefully one day, it will be okay.
