Donald:  and our 24-year-old daughter Larissa is on the Developmental Disabilities Administration (DDA) waiting list. We live in Montgomery County.

Larissa has cerebral palsy, is non-verbal, and relies on me and my wife for all of her needs, such as eating, diapering, and bathing. She understands much of what we say, and enjoys hearing our voices and music, and she loves the outdoors. But she weighs almost as much as we do now, and it takes both of us to lift her several times a day. 

I've had multiple hernias and my wife Diane has suffered shoulder and knee injuries from the lifting.

My wife and I are in our 60's and working full time. We take care of Larissa after work and on weekends (all non-work hours). And now Diane is also taking care of her elderly parents. 

As we near retirement age, we can't keep working at the same pace, and we can't care for Larissa on our own. We need Larissa to go into her own home.

Diane:  We would like to believe we'll live forever, but we can't.
Donald:  We need DDA help, and we need it now.
